The Nigerian Poet and Dramaturge Wole Soyinka was born on
Juby 1534 at Abeckuta {Ibadan, Westem Nigeria). Wole Soyinka is
the suthor of 20 works (Poetry, Movels and Drama). Mis wark is
irfluenced by the traditional popular African theatre and the
mythology of the Yoruba.

AT ‘Wale 5oyinka was awarded the 1586 Nobel Prize in Literature,

/ being the first African to be privileged in that categorny. Frize
motivation: "who in 2 wide oultural perspective and with poetic cwerones fashicrs the drama
of existence”

After preparatory university studies in 1954 at Government College in Ibadanghe comtinwed at
the University of Leeds, where, later, in 1573, he took his'doctorate. During the Six years spent
in Englard, he was a dramaturgist at the Royal Court Theatne in London 1558-19550 in 1960,
he was awarded a Rodiefeller bursary and returned to Nigernia o study African dima. At the
same time, he tawght drama and literature atvarious unversites in Ibadan, Lagos, and e,
where, since 1575, he has been professor of comparative literatune.

in 1550, he founded the theatre prowpy "The 1960 Masks" and in 1964, the "Orsun Theatre
Company”, inwhich he has prodwoed hisown plays and taken part as actor. He has periodically
been wisiting professor at thesniversities of Cambridge, Sheffield, and Yale.

During the chvil war in Nigeria, Soyinka appealed in‘anartide for cease-fine. For this he was
arrested in 1967, acoused of conspiring with the Biaffa rebels, and was held as a political
prisoner for 22 months wntil 1969,

Layinka haspublished about 2 works: drama, novels and poetry. He writes in English and his
Iterang language is marked by great scope and richness of words.

Ms dramiatist, Soyinka has been influenced by, among others, the rish writer, LM, Synige, but
links up with the tragitional popular African theatre with its combination of dance, music, and

action. He bases his writing on the mythalogy of his own tribe-the Yoruba-with Ogun. the god
